All individuals in the Afterschool Program are required to follow these standards.

All rules of the Irving School remain in effect (no hats, gum chewing, running).
Disrespectful behavior towards a staff member or fellow students will not be allowed.
Destruction of school or private property will not be allowed.

Any student asked to leave the school on a given day will be allowed back into the program only with permission from
the program coordinator or supervisor.

The transportation home is considered part of the program. All students must follow the standards of behavior while
being transported home, until the students is in the custody of his or her parent or guardian.

Fighting, swearing, verbal abuse, threatening, or hands on behavior excluding organized games are not allowed at any
time.

Students must report to the cafeteria to their Afterschool Program Group Leader immediately following dismissal from
Summer School. No student is permitted to enter the Afterschool Program once they have exited the building.

All students must participate in cleaning up after an activity, and each student is responsible for cleaning up after
themselves (returning materials, games, etc.).

Walkmans, gameboys, PSP’s, MP3 players and other portable electronic devices are not to be used at AIP after-school
program. The only time use of these devices is permitted is on van rides. AIP is not responsible for lost or stolen
electronic devices and recommends these items be left at home.

Cellular phones are not to be used at any time by students in the after-school program. Students must ask a staff
member to use an AIP phone and conversations are supervised by AIP staff members. Students who do not follow this
rule will have their cell phones confiscated for the remainder of the day by AIP staff.

Students must follow the van rules. Failure to follow the van rules will result in a van restriction for a length to be
determined by the program director. Failure to wear a seatbelt on a van will result in suspension from the van for the
remainder of the summer.
