LGFPMS ASPIRE AFTERSCHOOL PROGRAM

Standards of Behavior

All individuals in the ASPIRE Program are required to follow these standards.

1.  
All rules in effect during the school day remain in effect (hats, gum chewing, running).

2.  
Disrespectful behavior towards staff members or fellow students will not be allowed.

3.
Destruction of school or private property will not be allowed.

4.
Any student asked to leave the school on a given day will be allowed back into the program only with permission from the program coordinator or supervisor.

5.
The transportation home is considered part of the program.  All students must follow the 
standards of behavior while being transported home on the late bus, until the student is in    the custody of 
his or her parent or guardian.

6.
Fighting, swearing, verbal abuse, threatening, or hands on behavior excluding organized 
games are not allowed at any time.

7.
No student is permitted to enter the Afterschool Program once they have exited the building. Students are not allowed to go home or to the store and return to the building.

8.
Students must report to the cafeteria immediately following dismissal at 3:25 and are not to leave the building for any reason.  If a student must stay after with a teacher for any reason, the student must first come down and notify after school staff and return to the program with a pass.

9.
Students must bring all materials needed every day for study/homework 

10.
All students must participate in cleaning up after an activity, and each student is responsible for cleaning up after him or herself, (returning materials, games, etc.)
